U18 Prep, Male National Cap Seasons with League Titles

Congratulations to our U18 Prep hockey and Male National basketball teams on capping their seasons off with league
victories in March.

It marked the second straight year for both teams winning championships as the U18 Prep team was crowned Canadian
Sport School Hockey League U18 Prep Western Champions, and the Male National basketball team captured the CJBL
Championship.

It was a wild playoffs for the U18 Prep team, having to win a crazy semifinal game 6-5 via a shootout versus Okanagan
Hockey Academy, and beating NAX 3-2 in dramatic fashion thanks to a Luke Vlooswyk overtime winner. Landon DuPont
was named the U18 Prep Western Championships MVP after tying the U18 Prep Western Championships record with 16
points in five games. His 62 points in 30 regular season games set a new record for defensemen in the U18 Prep division,
and has earned him the opportunity to be granted exceptional status by the CHL.

The Male National team was dominate in the CJBL all season — losing one game all year (12-1 overall) as the squad
marched to another CJBL crown. Kai Gibbons was awarded the 2024 CJBL Most Valuable Player. Gibbons averaged 18
PPG, 5 APG, 3 SPG & 50 3P% throughout the 2023-24 season.

David Byrne signed a WHL Scholarship and Development Agreement with the Tri-City Americans. David was drafted by
the Americans in the 2023 WHL Prospects Draft, 144th overall in the seventh round and appeared in three games with
Tri-City before the conclusion of the WHL regular season.

“David is a solid defenseman who skates well, has good mobility and possesses good vision and puck skills,” said Tri-City
General Manager, Bob Tory.

The six-foot, 170-pound Byrne collected 24 points (7-17-24) in 30 games for the U17 Prep Gold team.
Leim Smith signed a letter on intent with the Olds Grizzlys for the 2024-2025 AJHL season.

This season with the U18 Prep team, Leim compiled 22 points (13 G, 9 A) in 29 games. In 39 CSSHL games with U17
