MacBeath, Olsen Represent Canada at U18 Men’s World Championships
Congrats to Edge Class of 2026 grads Ben MacBeath and Zach Olsen on 
representing Team Canada at the U18 Men’s World Championship in Slovakia.

Zach finished with two goals and a +3 in five games, while Ben posted a +5, 
helping Canada to a quarterfinal appearance.

With the 2026 NHL Entry Draft on the horizon, Ben checks in at #22 and Zach at 
#36 on NHL Central Scouting’s Final Rankings for North American skaters.
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CSSHL Recognizes Mountaineers with Year-End Nominations and Awards
The Canadian Sport School Hockey League has 
announced its annual season-ending awards (as 
voted by coaches), and we’re proud to celebrate 
four Mountaineers who earned top honours:

• James Butterwick – Most Sportsmanlike 
(U15 Prep)
Finished second in team scoring with 35 points in 
30 games, while taking just one minor penalty.

• Alexis Ehrman – Top Goaltender (Female 
U18 Prep)
The St. Cloud State University commit posted a 
9-6-0 record, 2.29 GAA, .932 SV%, and one 
shutout in her third season.

• Evan Lynch – Top Forward & MVP (U17 Prep)
Led the team in scoring and finished second in 
the league with 24 goals and 56 points, while his 
32 assists ranked third overall.

• Rob Miller – Coach of the Year (U17)
Guided the team to its best-ever regular season, finishing first in their division at 33-3 with a +119 goal differential (184-
65).

MOUNTAINEER
Two national championships in four years for class of 2022 grad, Rieger Lorenz, 
and a 1st-time win for class of 2023 grad, Eric Jamieson, in his NCAA debut 
season. It was a storybook ending for Rieger in his senior year, as he scored the 
game-tying, game-swinging goal midway through the third period of Denver’s 
2-1 victory over Wisconsin in the Frozen Four Championship.

Jamieson was a really effective defenceman for Denver in his first year, being 
paired with Hobey Baker finalist Eric Pohlkamp on Denver’s top pairing. Eric 
finished with 18 points (7 G, 11 A) in 43 games played in his freshman season 
and now has a trophy to his name.

Fresh off of his second NCAA Championship with the University of Denver, 
Rieger signed an NHL entry level contract with the Minnesota Wild.

A seven-year Mountaineer, Rieger starting playing on an Edge hockey team 
in 2018/19 for his U15 Prep season, leading the team with 25 assists and 36 
points in 30 games. The Kootenay Ice would select the Calgary, AB forward in 
the fourth round, 68th overall at the 2019 WHL Draft.

He would return to Edge for the 2019/20 U18 Prep season, earning CSSHL Top Freshman Award honours after finishing 
second in league scoring with 78 points in 33 games.

Lorenz would join the Okotoks Oilers in 2020/21, recording 85 points in 60 games during the 2021/22 season as he 
was named to the AJHL (South) All-Rookie and All-Star Teams, the AJHL Rookie of the Year, CJHL Top Rookie, and the 
CJHL Top NHL Prospect.

At the conclusion of that impressive season the Wild would select Lorenz in the second round, 56th overall at the 2022 
NHL Entry Draft.

In 2022/23 Lorenz joined the NCAA with the University of Denver, posting 9 points in 37 games as a Freshman. The 
following season he would be named to the NCAA (Championship) All-Tournament Team as he won his first National 
Championship with Denver. That season he would record 30 points in 44 games.

During the 2024/25 season he posted 20 points in 44 games with Denver. This past season he would record a career 
high 35 points in 43 games as he won his second National Championship with Denver. In the process, Lorenz would be 
named to the NCAA (Championship) All-Tournament Team and to the NCAA (NCHC) All-Tournament Team.

Congrats to both of you on the NCAA Championship and to Rieger on signing his NHL entry contract!
